Uniform and dress code

Class Dojo
If you have any questions or concerns, then please contact us directly through Class Dojo. A little reminder that teachers are contactable between 8am-5pm on school days. We use Class Dojo on designated staff iPads, not personal devices, so please do not expect replies outside of these hours. If you are messaging during the day, we will try to reply as soon as possible around our teaching. Please make sure your Dojo notifications are always turned on, to avoid missing messages from your child's class teacher or the office. All communication will be through Class Dojo, as we are an environmentally friendly school. No paper letters (unless absolutely necessary) will be sent home.


If you have any concerns, please do not hesitate to contact us via class Dojo Please bare in mind that we will be teaching for the majority of the day and will reply to you as soon as we are able.




Attendance & School timings 
Attendance and punctuality are crucial to ensure pupils maximise their learning time. Attendance and punctuality will be monitored and pupils will be rewarded in various ways. Pupils are expected to line up on the top yard by 8.50 at the latest. Please allow the pupils to enter the school yard on their own as this allows for a smooth start to the day and cuts down on the number of people in the yard at this busy time. Children can attend breakfast club from 8.00am. The school day ends at 3.20pm. The children can be collected from door nearest to the bottom car park.
Reading
Reading is a huge part of our pedagogy in Y4 and it makes such a difference to your child’s education. Pupils will be given plenty of opportunities to read with an adult and given other opportunities to read throughout the week through guided reading and whole class topic work. It is also vital that you listen to your child read at home. Pupils who read at home make more progress than those that do not.  Pupils can also practice their reading at home by logging into their ‘Reading Eggs’ accounts. Please can you send your child in to school every day with their reading book, and we will send them home every day too. Happy reading!

Autumn Term Topic – Around the World
This topic explores different foods, cultures and countries around the world. We will be recognising and celebrating our differences. We will be working hard to develop our number skills in maths and numeracy. In literacy, we will be looking at description settings, spelling, punctuation and grammar and a variety of different text types.
P.E Lessons
PE for Y4 will take place every Thursday. Pupils need to ensure they dress appropriately for all PE lessons. PE is a very important part of the curriculum and all pupils are expected to participate unless there is a medical reason as to why they can’t. We are very excited to continue with our PE scheme ‘Real PE.’

Times Tables
